● NO Visitors are allowed into the building, due to COVID, unless 
scheduled. NO field trips or in person Open House 



▫ Grade levels will be using the same electronic 
platforms for learning: PreK-2 will be using Seesaw, 
Grades 3-12 will use Google Classroom

▫ Students will login through CLEVER. Younger 
students will have a QR scan card, others will login 
with their LASID and DOB

▫ Teachers will ALL communicate through the Bloomz  
app, their email and by phone.

▫ Devices and supplies will all be provided to your child
▪ Parents will have to come to the school to sign out 

a device and pick up the materials (Schedule to 
Follow).

▪ Passwords for platforms will be provided at that 
time
