Book Talks

Talking about books is a way to spark your classmates’ and teachers’ interest and introduce them to new texts
that they might otherwise miss. Think of a book talk as a brief commercial for your book. Jot down a few notes
to remind you of the essential points you want to make. A book talk will take only a few minutes. You might
want to think about the following things when deciding what to talk about in your Book Talk.

You will be responsible to talk about one of the books you’ve read during the summer with
your classmates when you return to school.

Talk about the title and the author. (What would be another good title for this text? Explain.)
Show the cover and some of the illustrations. (What information does the reader get?)

Read aloud the lead or a particularly interesting or exciting part of the text. (Explain author’s craft in this part
of the text. Explain how this part of the text affects the reader’s understanding.)

Connect the book to your life or the lives of students in general. (What did you learn about life or yourself from
this book?)

Pose questions. (If you could ask the author one question, what would it be and why?)

Tell about the plot or about one character. (What is one character’s main problem in the story? How did that
character resolve his/her problem?)

Share your own response to the book. (Would you recommend the book? Explain why or why not).
